Acceptable Limits For Angulation in Children’s Fractures

Distal Radius

· Up to 12 years old, 25 degrees dorsal angulation, 10 degrees of radial angulation

· Over 12 years old, 15 degrees dorsal angulation, 10 degrees radial angulation

Midshaft Forearm

· Up to 8 years old, 20 degrees

· Over 8 years old, 10 degrees

Radial Neck

· 30 degrees angulation

· 4mm displacement

· Femur

· 2 to 10 years old, 15 degrees varus/valgus, 20 degrees AP, 30 degrees malrotation, 2cm shortening

· Over 10 years old, 1cm shortening

· Tibia

· 10 degrees varus, valgus or recurvatum

· 1cm shortening

· No malrotation

· Foot can be left in equinus if necessary to prevent recurvatum

· Distal Tibial Physis – Salter Harris I and II

· In children with at least 2 year’s growth remaining

· 15 degrees plantar tilt

· 10 degrees valgus

· No varus

· In children with less than 2 year’s growth remaining

· 5 degrees in all planes
